Community Brooms 
The Ozaukee Interurban Trail 
Advisory Council has developed 
a new project to maintain the 
high-quality experience of    
biking, inline skating, skate-
boarding, walking, or running 
on the  Ozaukee Interurban 
Trail. County and municipal 
parks crews periodically sweep 
the Trail, but  loose gravel and 
debris can still build up on the 
Trail and cause a bumpy ride. 
The newly-developed commu-
nity brooms project will help 
alleviate that issue. Strategi-
cally-placed brooms will now 
be available for Trail users to 
quickly brush away any gravel 
or debris that might be in the 
way. 

Keep an eye out for signs like 
those on the left, and take a 
few minutes to sweep the Trail 
clean. Your fellow Trail enthusi-
asts will appreciated your     
efforts to help keep the Trail 
smooth and clear of debris.   

The signs and brooms will be 
installed at the electrical sub-
station in Mequon and wood 
boardwalk in Grafton this 
spring.

Ozaukee County is a Bird City! 
In December 2010, fifteen communities were declared a Bird

bestowed this honor. Bird Cities meet a number of criteria,  
including improving bird habitat, managing woodlands, limiting 
hazards to birds, and educating their citizens about birds and 
environmental health can apply for annual public recognition 
of their efforts. Watch for flags and signs with the emblem on 
the right at Ozaukee County gateways and golf courses.   
 
Bird City Wisconsin spent 2009-2010 developing the idea for 
the program using $9,000 from a TogetherGreen planning 
grant. With an additional $31,700 TogetherGreen Innovation 
Grant in 2010, the Milwaukee Audubon Society (MAS) and its 
partner organizations will be able to reach many other commu-
nities in the year ahead. The MAS also committed $5,000 to 
this effort. In addition to Milwaukee Audubon, the Bird City 
partnership includes the Wisconsin Society for Ornithology, the 
Madison Audubon Society, Wisconsin Audubon Council, Natu-
ral Resources Foundation of Wisconsin, Wisconsin Bird Conser-
vation Initiative, Bluebird Restoration Association of Wisconsin, 
Friends of the Mead/McMillan Association, Riveredge Bird 
Club, and Aldo Leopold Audubon Society.
